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Rockfish Camp & Retreat Center Code of Conduct

Please abide by the following guidelines during your stay at Rockfish to ensure a safe and enjoyable
experience:

All facilities and gathering spaces are designated as NON-SMOKING. Smoking and vaping are
only permitted in designated areas and out of sight of minors.

All minors (under the age of 18) must be accompanied by an adult.

Pets are not permitted on Rockfish property, with the only exception being trained service
animals with their handlers. Emotional support and therapy dogs are not included in this
exception.

Alcoholic beverages, illegal drugs, and weapons (including but not limited to paintball guns,
and airsoft guns) are not permitted on Rockfish grounds. Violators will be asked to leave
immediately.

Fires are to be built in designated areas only with approval by Rockfish staff before igniting.
Please be mindful of the amount of firewood used, keep burnt logs in the fire ring, and do not
rearrange the fire ring itself.

Be mindful and courteous of the sleep of other guests and staff on-site, guests are expected
to please observe and follow the standing rule of limiting activities and noise between 11:00
pm and 7:00 am.

Personal vehicles are not permitted outside of designated parking areas and roads. If a guest
has mobility limitations, please advise our staff. Drivers must adhere to the 10 mph speed limit
while at camp and keep driving to a minimum.

Help us show stewardship to others by helping maintain and keep Rockfish’s facilities in
excellent condition throughout your visit. Clean all spaces and dispose of trash in trash
containers provided. Any damages you find please report it immediately.

No food or drinks (except water) are permitted in any sleep areas of camp (cabins, treehouses,
and Bergland rooms).

10. While traveling around campus, shoes are required to be worn at all times and always travel in
